Power feeds for rows installed with Night Light (NL) or Battery Pack (BP)

Every NL/BP module will be supplied with an additional 4 conductor power cord and power mount to enable variable
power locations, as shown in the examples below.

For NL and BP installation, power can be installed adjacent to normal power or in a separate location.

Power feeds for rows installed with Emergency Circuit (EM)

Every EM module will be supplied with an additional 4 conductor power cord and power mount to enable
variable power locations, as shown in the example below.

For EM installation, in all instances, code restrictions require two separate power drops, one for normal power and
one for EM power. EM power must be installed adjacent to the EM module. See example A below.
